First we will find out dbout the astronomers and astrologers of fhe middle ages.
Students will create their own astroldbes and use fhem to measure the dlfitude of ojects @)
outside. Then our class will learn about embroiderers and make our own fapestries. We
will discuss medical careers next, including barbers, apothecaries, and even plague
doctors. Students will get a feel for having a medical career in medieval fimes by making  Q
(.3 batch of natural medi;;ine (lemon juice, honey, salt, and water), frying out some of the

cures and preventions fhat medieval people thought might nelp with the plague, and
even dressing as d plague doctor did. The month of September will end with a lesson on 0
Vikings. Students will use boxes and their creativity to construct fheir own Viking
